� hile doing a church service in 
one of San Diego’s local 

convalescent homes, I knew that I 
could not quite finish the lengthy 
message that I had prepared in 
advance for that Sunday afternoon. 
I remember letting the church 
attendees know that I would have 
to continue the message next 
week. This was their immediate 
response: They said; “You mean 
you are going to come back”? How 
sad to think that there are many 

ministers, family members, friends 
and even volunteers that just 
don’t come back.

OURSELVES

Have you ever done something 
wrong and instead of rectifying it, 
you found it easier just to pin the 
problem on someone else? 

Guilty as charged. How about you? 
The fact of the matter is, it is the 
unjust judge that is controlled by his 
pride, prejudice, bribes, and 
passions. The wisest man who ever 
lived said in Proverbs 17:15;

"He who justifies the wicked, and he 
who condemns the just, both of 

them alike are an abomination to 
the Lord. "I believe that this kind of 
injustice is evil and destabilizes 
society.

Any time we attempt to excuse our 
own sin or the sins of others, we 
become an abomination to the Lord.

The same applies to erroneously 
judging the godly actions of other 
believers. When we devise extreme 
hypothetical situations to defend our 
actions or even our attitudes, we in 
turn are attempting to justify that 
which God calls “the wicked.” It is a 

foolish thing to debate with God 
about those things He deems sinful. 
He said in Exodus 23:7; "Keep 
yourself far from a false matter; do 
not kill the innocent and righteous. 
For I will not justify the wicked."

For example, when we fail to obey 
our part in marriage, we blame our 
spouses. Whenever we will not work 
as unto the Lord, we de-nounce our 
leaders. Whenever we will not listen 
with an ear to hear what the Spirit is 
saying to the churches, we reproach 
our pastors.

God is simply saying, "Stop pointing 
the finger of blame at others, and 
stop calling the good that people do, 
bad." It is an abomination to God.

Loneliness is the pain that we feel when we fear being in a place of 
darkness by ourselves.

Have you ever experienced the feeling that no one cares? In Psalm 142, 
David recounted his desperate days hiding in the cave of Adullam (1 
Samuel 22:1) while Saul sought him to take his life (1 Samuel 18-22). It 
appeared at this moment that David’s situation seemed hopeless without 
God’s intervention. He had the feeling of total abandonment (v4).

While we sometimes need brief seasons of solitude for God to refresh and 
renew our weary souls, protracted times of isolation can bring numbing 
loneliness of the soul.

 There is a spiritual loneliness (Phil. 2: 25-30; 1 Thess. 2:17-20; 3: 1-5), 
which comes from a faithful life of sacrifice and service to God while 
enduring tribulation. Many servants of God feel that they are going it alone. 
This is a feeling of loneliness that I have personally experienced as a pastor.

The results of loneliness can cause other problems too, such as insomnia 
(Psalm 102:7), anxieties, or depression. It can cause you to feel alone at a 
time of need (John 5:7). The apostle Paul had great affection for Timothy 
and the urgency of the hour in Paul’s life came at a time when he faced his 
own death. This situation only intensified his yearning to see Timothy. Many 
of our elderly experience this kind of loneliness.

It is easy to become lonely for face-to-face fellowship (3 John 14) and the 
blessing of the full joy of hospitality can me missed, but when believers are 
able to uphold the biblical standards for fellowship, the result is a genuine 
joy among believers because the truths of the Word are maintained.

There is no doubt in my mind that God hears the cries of the lonely in spirit.

Jesus Himself knew what it was like to be lonely in Mark 15:34 when He 
experienced the complete abandonment by the Father on Calvary, as the 
result of God’s wrath being poured out on Him, as He became the substitute 
for our own sins.
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
